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SCHOOL DETAILS


Sprowston Community High School is situated in the north eastern suburbs of Greater Norwich on Cannerby Lane in the parish of Sprowston.  This is a mainly residential area situated three miles from the centre of Norwich. The school shares a site of approximately twenty-four acres with both a Junior and an Infant School.  The parish of Sprowston itself lies on both sides of the road from Norwich to Wroxham and as such is close to both the fine cathedral and commercial city of Norwich and to the tourist and environmental area of Broadland and the Norfolk Broads.  The community, like the school, links the best of the past with an openness to new opportunities for the future.


Sprowston Community High School is a well established community comprehensive school with over 1745 students between the ages of 11 – 18, including a Sixth Form of over 250.  The Sixth Form is part of a unique partnership with two neighbouring high schools that in combination form The Kett Sixth Form College with over 380 post 16 students.  The most recent Ofsted report in February 2007 states that “this is a satisfactory school with good leadership capacity”. The school is seen to be well placed to go on improving.  The Kett Sixth Form is also identified as satisfactory.


Students come to Sprowston Community High School principally from five feeder Junior Schools, three based in the parish of Sprowston itself, one in the parish of Old Catton to the west of Sprowston and one in the village of Spixworth three miles to the north of Sprowston.  However in recent years a significant number of students have also transferred from Junior Schools in the city of Norwich itself and it is not unusual for the intake into Year 7 to come from up to fifteen different junior schools.  As a result the school is both full and oversubscribed.


The permanent accommodation includes eleven Science laboratories; a covered and heated swimming pool; a Sports Hall, Gymnasium and multi-use School Hall; Technology workshops and Home Economics facilities; four dedicated ICT rooms; a Reading Room and a non-fiction Resource Area/Library; specialist accommodation for Art and Design, Music, Dance, Drama and Special Educational Needs; plus dedicated teaching rooms for English, Modern Languages, Mathematics, Business Studies, Vocational subjects and all of the Humanities.  Special facilities including Seminar and Library accommodation are also available for the Sixth Form.  


The school places great stress on raising the expectations and aspirations of students whilst at the same time providing effective pastoral care.  It currently has over 97 full time teachers almost all of whom are also form tutors.  The pastoral system is year based with Heads of Year, supported by two Assistant Headteachers, leading a team of tutors. Tutor groups and teaching classes in the intake year are created after detailed discussion with the feeder schools.  A blocked timetable allows subject leaders to arrange groupings within their subjects according to the needs of that subject and the preferences of their staff.  However within classes there are consistent expectations and approaches to both teaching and classroom management.  This enables staff to support each other and has contributed to significantly rising standards at all key stages.  The school is committed to continuous improvement and is always looking for new colleagues with high standards, high expectations and a progressive approach to schools and teaching.
