FIFA World Cup Poster conventions:

World Cup posters usually (but not always) incorporate the following things. You might want to think
about these and decide if you want to include them in your design:

€  The name of the tournament and the county, e.g. “2010 FIFA World Cup South Africa”
@ The dates of the tournament, e.g. “11" June — 11" July 2010”

@  The colours of the host country’s flag

@  Football imagery

&  The official FIFA logo

Rules:

&  You are welcome to submit more than one entry

€ The finished poster(s) must be either A4 or A3

€@  Write you full name, age and form on the back of the poster in pencil.
& Hand your finished poster(s) into the Student Reception

Deadline: All entries must be received by Friday 9" July 2010

The panel will consider all aspects of design, and judge entries in the following categories:

Category 1) Partner schools and young community entries
Category 2) SCHS Yr7, 8,9 & 10 and 11 — 15 yr old community entries
Category 3) SCHS Yr11, Kett 6" Form, Staff and all other community entries
